Professor William Maley is Professor of Diplomacy in 
the Asia-Pacific College of Diplomacy at the Australian 
National University. He is one of the world’s leading 
experts on Afghanistan’s conflicts and on refugee 
issues. He published dozens of books and articles on 
these topics. He is the recipient of many honors and 
awards, including being appointed a Member of the 
Order of Australia (AM) and being elected a Fellow of 
the Academy of the Social Sciences in Australia. He is 
also a Barrister of the High Court of Australia, Vice-
President of the Refugee Council of Australia, and a 
member of the Australian Committee of the Council for 
Security Cooperation in the Asia Pacific (CSCAP). He 
is also a member of the Editorial Board of the journal 
Global Responsibility to Protect, and of the 
International Advisory Board of the Liechtenstein 
Institute on Self-Determination at Princeton University.
